(and visit me).

After waiting God's timing, Rafiki missionaries have established villages in four countries in
Africa—Accra, Ghana; Nairobi, Kenya; Jos, Nigeria; and Kampala, Uganda. There are many
children to be placed but hiring "Rafiki mothers" is difficult.  A Rafiki mother must be a national
Christian woman between 30-50 years old, whose blood test confirms her negative HIV status,
and who has a secondary education and no dependent children of her own.  These qualifications
are so necessary for Rafiki to accomplish the goals set for raising the children.  This combination
is difficult to find.  Would you pray for God to provide women with these qualifications?

As I wait and prepare to leave, perhaps new supporters are wondering how you can participate
in this mission and stay at home?  Is God leading you to donate an hour a month of your work
time?  I would be honored to work for you an hour a month.
